Flexibility Measures & Multi-use Considerations
• Deep-water and shallow-water flexibility measures

• Three species may be landed under their secondary 
category once all primary category is zero.

• Scamp – Primary is SWG
• Warsaw grouper and Speckled hind – Primary is DWG

• Red grouper & Gag Multi-use
• A percentage of released quota for red grouper or gag 

converts to red grouper and gag multi-use
• Disallowed when under rebuilding plans



Multi-use Considerations
• Formula derived – Ensures neither ACL exceeded

• System determined usage – primary, primary multi-
use, secondary multi-use
• Ex. Gag, gag multi-use, red grouper multi-use

• Carry over affect on ACL under each scenario
• All primary
• As remaining in accounts (both primary and multi-use)
• Proportioned by formula
